IMPACT GRANT APPLICATION

Purpose
The Impact Grant is designed to provide student academic success through assistance to a program, department, a grade level or campus.  Applicants are expected to plan instructional opportunities that increase student achievement.  

Eligible Applicants
AISD teachers, librarians, site-based decision-making (SBDM) committees, program coordinators, department chairs, team leaders or instructional facilitators involved in the instruction of students.

Award of Funds
Projects must be designed to begin in the following school year. The number of grants awarded is dependent on available funds.  The awards committee of the Foundation coordinates the selection process.  Grant awards are made at the discretion of the Education Foundation and remain the property of the campus to which they are awarded.

Grant Selection Criteria

Grant projects should:  
· show significant need and/or be creative
· directly involve students and their achievement 
· have defined objectives
· include evaluation procedures that measure program/project outcomes
· be logical, clear, and concise

Covered items include: equipment, field trips, technology, or outside experts/consultants if part of a well-planned project; parent involvement and/or staff development if it is directly related to student learning; materials and/or equipment for parent/family home use that include a parental agreement, and the final evaluation that accounts for the materials and/or equipment; and proposals that incorporate matching funds or community resources.

Excluded items include: AISD personnel base salary, material and/or equipment typically acquired through the AISD budget and “incentive” field trips.

2.  Using the forms, limit your application to the space provided.  All sections must be typed.  Only the current year application form will be accepted.

3.  Use no less than 10-point font.

4.  Submit an electronic version of the application (Microsoft Word only) to kjackso1@aisd.net, then deliver one (1) original copy of the application signed in BLUE INK to the Foundation office. 

5.  All copies should be on white paper and bound by one (1) staple in the top left corner of the paper.  Please do not use folders, brads, rings, or other binding methods. 
 
6.  Do not submit cover sheets, letters of support, sample curriculum or appendix material.
